The CRIL is a result of a project launched in 2005 by the ’IUT ‘A. The entire project is a good example of the collaboration between the research lab on site and the teaching staff. 
The CRIL 
· Offers innovative solutions through language learning
· Develops language didactics research
· Develops, supports, frames and reinforces the international orientation of the IUT
The CRIL has been created to be a global structure managing not only language instruction with self-guided learning, initial and continuous education but also international student/faculty mobility through internships and exchanges. 
This centre is therefore composed of different spaces:

· One space for self guided learning where the students have access to online resources and different software. 
· One space with foreign language magazines 
· Two versatile and transformable rooms that can hold conferences, conversation workshops or other events
· Three offices that house: Languages, International Relations and a Computer technician
In 1999 the declaration of Bolonia created a space for European Higher Education Area (EHEA) within which the cooperation between establishments allows for greater geographic mobility of students and teachers.

The IUT has always supported the development of student and teacher mobility. Thanks to a clear and determined international policy since 2003, our students have had a means to validate their university career within the framework of an enriching international educational exchange.

OUTGOING STUDENTS

There are three main possibilities for exchanges

· Study abroad (a semester or a year) during studies ( 2nd year of DUT, LP) in a University abroad with the framework of the European ERASMUS+ SMS program

· An internship within Europe, (possibility of obtaining a grant : Erasmus+ internship grant SMP or Erasmus+ Study SMS) or outside of Europe 

· Continuation of studies abroad, after the D.U.T, in particular with the structure of D.U.E.T.E ( University Diploma)

The application process will be given in detail by the International Relations representative in each department.

What is the Erasmus+ studies program?

It allows students to embark on a semester or year -long exchange or an internship in a university laboratory within the European Union under the Erasmus+ status. 
It is aimed at second year students, LP and DUETE students. Students can fully benefit from this experience on a professional, cultural and linguistic level.  
In order to participate in the Erasmus+ studies exchange, there must be an agreement between the department at the IUT and the European host university. This program could benefit from financial aid during the internship (See the IR person in the concerned department or at the IUT IR office, located at the CRIL)

Objectives of the Erasmus+ Studies Program

The goal of this program is to allow students to complete a part of their studies in another European University. In the case of an internship in a university laboratory, the internship reinforces the skills and abilities of the students.

The eligibility for the Erasmus+ studies program and Candidate selection

The students interested in doing a study exchange or internship in a laboratory of a partner university, should present their interest at the beginning of the year to the IR representative in their department. In all cases the student must show determination and motivation to study abroad. The candidate selection is based on motivation, language level, and technical skills for the internships in relation to the Erasmus studies status. 

The number of SMS Erasmus grants given to the IUT depends on the entire financial Erasmus+ contract allotted to Paul Sabatier University. 

If the application is accepted, the student should fill in several papers which include the following documents

- An application form, accompanied by a photocopy of a valid student card, a social security card, bank account information and if applicable the notification of a CROUS aid.
- The learning agreement 

- The mobility contract 

Aid amount

It varies from year to year. It has to be checked with the International office. When possible 80% of the grant is given before departure and the rest (20%) is given at the end of the stay.

Useful Link
http://www.europe-education-formation.fr/index.php
What is the Erasmus+ internship program?

It allows students to do an internship in a company and in some university laboratories throughout Europe under the Erasmus+ status. Every student doing a company internship in Europe must fall under the Erasmus+ SMP status. This program may result in financial aid for the duration of the internship 

It is aimed at students in second year or LP year at the IUT wishing to do an internship in Europe at the end of the year. The DUT internship in France is generally 10 weeks. The internship abroad lasts a minimum of 12 weeks based on the company’s belief that the student needs a longer adaptation period than in France. 
What is the objective of the Erasmus+ Internship program?:

The goal is to allow students to have their first professional international experience. These internships reinforce the skills and abilities of students by linking the European professional community with that of the IUT. 

The eligibility for the Erasmus+ internship program and Candidate selection
Students interested in doing their internship in the second year should present themselves to the international relations representative in their department at the beginning of the year. Certain departments have access to contact information for various companies and can thus provide internship to their students while other departments cannot. In all cases, the student should actively participate in search for internship and show his/her motivation and determination to go abroad. Students are selected based on their motivation, language skills and technical level.

Other than the administrative criteria required, the aid is granted in priority to students who do not receive any compensation from the company. Thus, a very good candidate may not receive aid in such a case. 
The number of SMP Erasmus+ grants given to the IUT depends on the entire financial Erasmus+ contract allotted to Paul Sabatier University. 
If the candidate is selected, the student should in a timely manner (usually before winter vacation) fill in an application file which includes several documents. To be checked with the international relation representative in the department.
DUETE (University diploma in a foreign country)
· The students must hold a university diploma in technology (DUT)

· They should be registered at the IUT, and be continuing their studies abroad, in an establishment of higher education that has a cooperation with the IUT.

It is expected that the diploma be one university year long (2 semesters); the course content will be defined in relation with the partner university and approved by the international relations representative in the concerned IUT department.

The course followed in the host university should be consistent with the preliminary studies of the student and with their professional and university project.

In certain cases, at the request of one of the parties, the courses can be coupled with an internship in a company

Conditions for completion

1. The student must have completed in total the course during the university year and have successfully passed his/her exams organized by the host establishment.

2. In addition; at the end of the successful university year completed abroad, the French student must submit a paper to the head of the original department. There is an oral presentation of the paper in the foreign language, this defence happens in June, July or September in front of the presiding commission of the head of the department or their representative. 

According to their status, students could benefit from mobility aid: Erasmus SMS grant, or CROUS; or the Regional council. Please contact Emmanuelle Grochulski or Catherine Bailleul for any more information (papers to fill out).
